= On July 29, 2019, the Indonesian Embassy in Helsinki held the Indonesia — Finland Business
Forum on Education in Helsinki. This activity was to strengthen and develop collaborations and
research institutions in Indonesia and the fields of Finland that are mutually beneficial to both
countries. The forum was attended by 26 rectors and leaders of Indonesian private universities,
members of the Association of Indonesian Private Universities (APTISI) as well as severadl
leading universities in Finland, incuding the University of Helsinki, University of Lapland, Tampere
University, and Hame University of Applied Science.
